is a ratio that compares different units, such as miles and hours.

**For example, a car might travel at a rate of 80 miles in 2 hours. 

**Rates usually have to do with speed, time, or money. 

Rates are often written with the second term as a single unit, or 1.
This is called a 




.
**To find the unit rate, find an equivalent ratio that has a denominator of 1.  A car traveling 80 miles in 2 hours travels at a unit rate of 40 miles in 1 hour, or 40 mi/hr.  
**A slash (/) or fraction bar is often used to replace the word per.
